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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Cross-border Cooperation Programme Poland-Beldkraine 2007-2013
(hereinafter “the programme”), under the Europeagighbourhood and Partnership
Instrument (ENPI) continues and broadens the caiperin the border zone areas of
the three countries, which so far has been devdlapi¢hin the framework of the
Neighbourhood Programme Poland-Belarus-Ukraine IRREG IIIA / Tacis CBC
2004—-2006 (Neighbourhood Programme).

Despite substantial progress in cross-border catiper the level of integration in the

programme area needs further improvement in omdegalise and utilise the full social

and economic potential of the region. All the me® since the programme area’s
economic development is still insufficient, withcamparatively low GDP per capita,

avery high unemployment rate on the Polish sidetle# border, high share

of agriculture in the employment structure, a re&y low innovativeness of SMEs,

R&D spending and technical environmental standards.

The programme will enable cross-border cooperatipbringing the different actors —
people, institutions and organisations, enterpresed communities — closer to each
other, in order to better exploit the opportunitiéiered by the joint development of the
cross-border area.

The programme has been elaborated by the Joint Fasée, which consisted of
representatives of central and regional authoriiethe three countries, in accordance
with theRegulation (EC) No 1638/2006 of the European Pargat and of the Council
of 24 October 2006 laying down general provisionstablishing a European
Neighbourhood and Partnership Instrumemhe coordinating role has been conferred
on the Ministry of Regional Development of Polandbe the Joint Managing Authority
of the programme.

A Strategic
Environmental Assessment (SEA) was carried out amduded further public
consultations. The SEA Environmental Report fouhdttit was unlikely that the
programme would have a significant negative immacthe environment and that the
implementation of the Priorities 2 and 3 were iatfikely to have a positive impact on
the quality of the environment and public healtecBnmendations made during the
SEA consultations have been considered and takeragtount in the final draft of the
programme.

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The programme area is inhabited by 20.9 milliongbe¢2005), of which 5.1 million in
the Polish part, 7.3 million in the Belarusian pamtd 8.5 million in the Ukrainian part.
The average population density in the entire eigdyea amounts to 70 inhabitantsfkm
(83 inhabitants/krhin the Polish part, 53 inhabitants/kin the Belarusian part and 83
inhabitants/krAin the Ukrainian part, see Annex 3 and 4).

The number of inhabitants has been decreasindéolast few years in spite of positive
population growth rate in the four Polish subregiorRzeszowsko-tarnobrzeski,
Krosniensko-przemyski, Ostrolecko-siedlecki and kgnski Depopulation results
from the negative migration balance in the entoedbr zone, which is further deepened
by the negative population growth rate in mosthef programme area.

The nationality structure (although quite homogeneithin national border$)and
historical connections within the programme areaults in high cooperation potential.

In 2005 a major part of the programme area’s pdjmia65.3%) was of productive
age.Of the programme area’s population, 18.1% wasmkagproductive age and 16.6%
of a post-productive age.

1.2. Economic structure

Compared to the EU average per capita GDP the gmuge area lags behind in terms
of economic development and is characterised ®jaively high share of agriculture
and industry in the employment as well as insuw#fiti competitiveness and
innovativeness of the economy. The highest sharagatulture in the employment
structure is recorded in Ostrolecko-siedlecki, 8kapodlaski, Chelmsko-zamojski and
Lomzynski subregions (over 50%). In the Belarugpant of the programme area this
share varies between 10% (Gomel Oblast) and ovir (&rodno and Minsk Oblasts),
whereas in the Ukrainian part between 26% (lvarakivska Oblast) and up to 29%
(Zakarpatska Oblast). Only urban areas are chaisedeby a low share of agriculture
and high share of services in the employment. Bgtrest, the average share of
agriculture in the EU’s employment structure wa%4.in 2005. Since the agricultural
sector plays such an important role, the developmiepost-harvest activity is required.
It means that packing agricultural products in hamgnwith the marketing goal, means
of transport, warehouses and logistic coordinateoe needed to ensure that the
harvested goods reach the consumer in the bestitioondFor this, coordinated
development of the rural road-network, vehicle ktaod packaging is essential. Also if
tourism is to increase its economic significancecal and regional transport
infrastructure will need to be developed.

In 2005 the average per capita GDP amounted to €o81@00 in the Polish part of the
area and € 1 200 in the Ukrainian part. The avepagecapita GDP in 2005 in the
Belarusian part of the programme area amounted2d €housand. The average per
capita GDP in the EU was € 23 400 in 2005. The &oedtea demonstrates a positive

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economic growth rate: in 2005 the annual GDP groavtiounted to 9.2% in Belarus,
3.2% in Poland and 2.6% in Ukraind®y contrast, average annual GDP growth rate in
the EU was 1.7% in 2005.

The labour market in the programme area shows ldigearities. The unemployment
rate was between 15% and 21% in 2005 in the Ppbshof the area, 7% and 10% in
the Ukrainian part, whereas in the Belarusian fheerofficially recorded unemployment
rate was below 2%. Long-term unemployment is a lprakthat is especially acute in
the Polish part of the programme area, affectingr &0% of the unemployed. In the
Polish part women constitute about 50% of all themployed, in the Belarusian part
about 70% and in the Ukrainian some 60%.

The development of small and medium enterprisesH§Mn the non-EU part of the
programme area is much lower than in the EU. Ir520@ number of SMEs per 1,000
people in the programme area varied between 57188dn the Polish part, 3 and 5 in
the Ukrainian part, 2 and 3 in the Belarusian pline average index for the EU in 2005
amounted to 47. Due to large differences in thétiignal systems and the extent of
the functioning of market mechanisms between Poglduktaine and Belarus, the
framework for SME activities and development variestween those countries.
However, even in the Polish part of the border zavidch due to the most advanced
economic restructuring processes and EU membehsisiphe best conditions for SMEs
activities and support, the sector continues toe fagth numerous barriers and
development problems (e.g. administrative and luaedic barriers)In connection
with the level of economic development and the theldvel of the area’s population,
these barriers contribute to relatively difficuttraditions for SMEs.

In comparison with the EU average, the economy lué programme area is
characterised by insufficient competitiveness, egly in terms of quality and

technological advancement, and insufficient innivesttess. Production and export in
the programme area need to be supported by newdaddiee products and services,
more technologically advanced and know-how baséds flequires the development of
potentially export-oriented branches manufacturimgh quality consumption goods
(e.g. food, furniture, paper, shoes, textiles, packages).

Human Resources in Science and Technology (HRS®8) @mercentage of labour force
in the EU amounted to 42.2% in 2005, while in theligh sub-regions of the
programme area it varied between 29.5% and 32.48éndng on Research and
Development (R&D) is insufficient and cooperatiortween scientific institutions
(especially higher education institutions) and thesiness world and the public
administration is not well developed. In Polan@®805, gross domestic expenditure on
R&D amounted to 0.56% of its GDP, in Belarus it v@a88%, while in the EU it was
1.85%. In spite of numerous advantages, the flofoadign direct investment (FDI)
into the border zone is limited and there is sigaifit unexplored potential. The main

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barriers limiting FDI include weak transport infragture, insufficient cross-border
cooperation, disparities in institutional systemd @sufficient economic promotion.

1.3. Infrastructure

The geographical location of the programme area ddhsntages in terms of the
development potential for transport. The area igagéd on the main transit routes
between European and Asian networks and this isingportant basis for the
development of international road and rail transp@rsignificant share of cargo transit
is taken by the transport of gas, crude oil andogéemical products by pipelines. The
Area is crossed by the following Pan-European TpartsCorridors:

Il - Berlin — Warsaw — Minsk — Moscow — Nizhny Nawgd. This corridor will
consist of the modernised railway route C-E 20 #edroad route E 20, which on
the territory of Poland will be A-2 motorway.

[ll - Berlin — Dresden — Wroclaw — Katowice — Krake- Rzeszow — Medyka —
Lviv — Kiev. The corridor consists among others tife E 30 railway route
(Dresden — Wroclaw — Katowice — Krakow — RzeszoMedyka — Lviv — Rivne

Korczowa — Lviv — Kiev), which on the territory &oland will be A-4 motorway.

There are plans to finish the A-4 motorway befdd&2 (Berlin — Wroclaw — Katowice
— Krakow — Rzeszow - Lviv) and the S19 express Wyznica Bialostocka —
Bialystok — Lublin — Rzeszow — Barwinek — KosiceBucharest), which cross the
programme area.

Existing transport infrastructuteespecially roads, needs to be developed as ®gard
both density and quality. The highest road denisitiound in the Polish sub-regions
(between 40 and 78 km per 100 sqg. km). In the Wiaai part of the borderland the
density varies between 25 and 38 km per 100 sgahkdhin the Belarusian oblasts,
between 27 and 47 km per 100 sq. km. There arel@tdrgauge and broad-gauge rail
lines on both sides of the EU’s external bordet thay be used for passenger traffic.

In order to benefit from the transit location, eegsways and bypasses, railways and rail
infrastructure and border infrastructure must bpaexed and modernised. Transport
safety also requires to be improved. Transport lagdstics are of great importance

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because this plays a crucial role in channelling grogramme area’s production
towards foreign markets.

There is a need to develop and upgrade existindebb@rossings and build new ones, to
ensure smooth servicing of current traffic leveld ¢ foster both business and tourism
cross-border flows. There are 13 border crossingbeeaPolish-Belarusian border (8.8
million crossings in 2005, an 8.8% rise compare@064) and 12 border crossings at
the Polish-Ukrainian border (17.8 million crossing2005, a 46.5% rise compared to
2004).

There are 7 international and 7 regional airpamtshie programme area. International
airports are located in or near the following atidinsk (2 airports), Brest, Hrodna,
Luck, Lviv, and Ternopil. Regional airports areusited in or close to: Rzeszow, Lublin,
Ivano-Frankivsk, Rivne, Mukacevl, Gomel and MazAirport infrastructure requires

modernisation and development to meet increasintadd for airport services.

Improvement is also needed as regards telecomntigrisaaccessibility and quality,
although the development of mobile telephony hasificantly improved access to
telephone services in the entire Polish-Belaruklarainian programme area. Internet
use is relatively low. The percentage of homesadtafd with internet access in 2005
was 30%, in Belarus — 25%and in Ukraine 15%, while in the EU it was 48%xéHl-
line telephony infrastructure is still insufficiéyptdeveloped. The number of fixed
telephone lines per 100 people in Poland in 2008 82 23 in Ukraine and 36 in
Belarus, compared to 50 in the EU. In 2003, 46%aés had a mobile phone provider
(rising to 60% in 2004), 13% in Ukraine and 42%Bielarus, compared to 81% in the
EU.

Public utilities infrastructure (public water contd, public sewerage systems, waste-
water treatment plants, landfills) also requirepamsion and modernisation. In 2004,
the public water conduit density was between 5.8daen 100 sqg. km in Rivne oblast

and 375 km per 100 sqg. km in the city of Minsk. Thablic sewerage system density
varies between as low as 0.3 km per 100 sqg. kmiirsioblast and 185.4 km per 100
sg. km in the city of Minsk. In the Ukrainian paft the borderland the density varies
between 2.5 and 10.0 km per 100 sqg. km and in éistPsub-regions, between 4.0 and
54.7 km per 100 sq. km. The relation between wateduits and sewage system is still
not balanced.

Infrastructure for tourism is relatively weak, esigdly in terms of quality standards. All

year round accommodation capacity measured by timbar of bed places (116.9
thousand in 2005, see Annex 3) does not meet né&egmnsion and upgrading is
necessary in order to exploit the potential forrigma in the programme area and to
foster business and cultural exchanges.

Education, research, culture

Educational infrastructure in the programme aregeiatively well developed, but it
should be modernised and adapted to meet the eaaqeints of the labour market. There
are 179 universities or higher education institigiand over 1.2 million students in
the programme area.

The educational structure in the Polish-Belarusi&rainian border zone is relatively
good. However, the percentage of people with higitrcation needs to increase and
the current education profile does not entirelyefthe needs of a modern economy.
There is a shortage of specialists in market-cgigwlisciplines.

The highest share of people with higher educasaec¢orded in the Minsk City (35%),

the Lvivska (29%) and Rivnenska (27%) oblasts, wasrin the Polish part it varies

between 12% and 21%. In other Belarusian sub-regite share varies between 18%
and 19.8%.

The research financing system has not respond#éuetchallenges of the knowledge-
based economy. In comparison with the EU, thelesis cooperation between R&D and
the business sector, and the commercialisationestarch is more limited. The

relatively high potential of R&D in the programme=a must be utilised. The numerous
higher education institutions of a good scientiéeel could become the backbone of an
effective innovation system based on cooperatidwéxen business, science and public
administration (the “triple helix”).

The Polish-Belarusian-Ukrainian border zone haslatangible and intangible cultural

heritage. Numerous monuments, including some dfalsignificance, and many forms
of intangible culture provide development advansaget only for tourism but also for

local communities living in the area. Cultural edtructure is abundant (theatres,
operas, cinemas, libraries, local cultural centrésjt requires money for essential
upgrading.

Environment and nature

The Polish-Belarusian-Ukrainian borderland contaamsas of outstanding landscape
and nature, with low pollution. A large part of ttess-border area is located in the so-
called “Green Lungs” of Europe. The sites locatedhie programme area make up a
significant share (a total of 31 thousand®km the borderland zone) of the European
Environmental Network NATURA 2000. Protected areasstitute between 1% and

62% of the total area of the sub-regions coveredhleyprogramme, with the highest

share in the Polish part.

With its relatively unspoilt natural conditions argsources, picturesque landscape and
cultural heritage, the programme area has favoerathditions for the development of
tourism of different types (incl. agro- and ecotsnr, spa and wellness, pilgrimages).
Low pollution, especially air, is a very good pmuesite for further sustainable
economic development without increased risks feraghvironment and health.

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The environmental protection infrastructure is equiate. Many villages and smaller
settlements lack sewerage and waste-water treatsystems. Modern waste collection
systems, landfills and recycling plants are alskitzy. The programme area not only
faces high fire risk but also high flood risks daenadequate flood defences.

The existing infrastructure needs to be expandebmodernised. The environmental
awareness of the population in the border zoneseete significantly raised. Because
of its geographical characteristics (cross-bordeest complexes, rivers and protected
areas), the challenges of environmental protecggmire cross-border cooperation.

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COHERENCE WITH OTHER PROGRAMMES AND EXISTING STRATEG IES

The Cross-border Cooperation Programme Poland-eldkraine 2007-2013, under
the European Neighbourhood and Partnership InstmunENPI), continues and
broadens the cooperation in the border zone ark#isecthree countries, which was
previously developed by the Neighbourhood ProgramiRwand-Belarus-Ukraine
INTERREG IIl A/Tacis CBC 2004—-2006 (Neighbourhoaddramme).

The Polish ministry responsible for regional depet@nt managed the Neighbourhood
Programme and its Joint Technical Secretariat stabshed in Poland. All stages of
the management and implementation of the NeighlwmatiProgramme were conducted
in close cooperation with the Belarusian and Ukeairpartners. In spite of differences
in the financing of projects from ERDF and Taciads, a number of joint activities and
enterprises of a visibly cross-border characterewandertaken successfully in the
programme area. The ENPI envisages the establishofiencross-border cooperation
programme under which the participating countries subject to the same rules and
have equal access to a single, shared budget.

The Neighbourhood Programme supported joint a@®iin numerous fields under
three priorities: competitiveness of the borderaatkrough the modernisation and
development of the cross-border infrastructure, duroapital and institutional cross-
border cooperation including security at the Euesp&nion’s borders, and technical
assistance.

Considerations for the ENPI Programme:

The Neighbourhood Programme supported infrastractutourism, culture,

environmental protection, human resources and peoppeople projects. The
projects established new links between border regamd helped to break down the
barriers in cross-border relationships. The role the successor to the
Neighbourhood Programme is to strengthen its aehnients.

The decentralisation of management and simplifiextgdures will speed up and
improve the implementation of the ENPI Programme.

The inclusion of a wider range of beneficiaries amburing the participation of
more partners from Belarus and Ukraine (with cadficing) will promote the
preparation of much more truly joint cross-bordesjects.

An increase in the size of grants will allow thepiementation of large investment
projects.

Priorities and measures should not be divided imt@stment and non-investment
ones, as this might hinder the creation of mangrésting projects.

Add emphasis on the management system decenti@iisaispecially into the
microprojects (projects up to € 50 000).

Before 2004, activities in the eastern border acga2oland were supported under the
PHARE - Polish Eastern Border Programme, which wasated in 1997. The
programme functioned as part of the National PHAR&gramme. Funds were mostly
allocated to measures aimed at strengthening $gaurithe Polish eastern border. The
programme contained more elements connected diredth cross-border cooperation,
which included large infrastructure projects on Badish eastern border, as well as the

following:

x  Small Projects Fund, managed by the Euroregiongd<ki, Bug, Niemen, Puszcza
Bialowieska — supporting small ‘people-to-peoplebjpcts with a cross-border
impact. Most projects aimed at cross-border codjmeran the fields of culture and
tourism.

x Small Infrastructure Projects Fund, managed byBEheoregions: Karpacki, Bug,
Niemen, Puszcza Bialowieska — supporting developnmetie fields of small-scale
infrastructure activities across the border corgrkotith tourism, environmental
protection, cultural cooperation and economic dewelent.

x Business Related Infrastructure Projects Fund, gethaby the Euroregions:
Karpacki, Bug, Niemen, Puszcza Bialowieska — dguMalp business related cross-
border cooperation between the Polish institutsingated on the eastern border and
their foreign partners.

Since 1996, the Tacis CBC Programme became theimpsttant funding source for
EU-financed technical assistance to Belarus anaid&r The distribution of funds by
sector (1996-1999 budgets for Belarus) was 42%Bforder Networks including a
border management programme, 55% for the envirohiash 3% for the Tacis CBC
Small Project Facility. During 1996-2003 the assise was provided to three
priorities: border infrastructure, environment, dhe development of border regions.

The projectPolish — Ukrainian Agency for Cross-Border Co-op@ra: Together
towards the Futuravas launched under the Tacis CBC Programme. Tdusldped a
strategy for the development of the border regidtvgo Polish: Lubelskie and
Podkarpackie, and two Ukrainian: Lviv and Volyngtlveen 2005 and 2015. The aim
of the strategy is to determine the areas of bd amultilateral cross-border co-
operation. Another project financed by the TacisGCBrogramme launched tiBrest
Transboundary Info Centrattached to Brest Regional Executive Committee dim
of the Centre is to facilitate cross-border coofenabetween Belarus and Poland.

In the processes of programming and introducingipus cross-border cooperation,
four Euroregions located in the Polish-Belarusidardihian borderland, i.e. Niemen,
Puszcza Bialowieska, Bug and Karpacki, have besmgly involved. They were
responsible for managing the Small Projects Furttithe Small Infrastructure Projects
Fund within the PHARE - Polish Eastern Border Paogme. Within the
Neighbourhood Programme the Euroregions were redplerfor the implementation of
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the Micro Project Facility, under Priority 2, Meas?2 - Support for local community
initiatives.

The ENPI Programme’s priorities are linked to tlewelopment priorities of Poland,
Belarus and Ukraine, which are set out in the basimgramming and planning
documents adopted by the governments of the thoemtges, as well as to the
strategies and development plans realised at ghena level.

In Poland the programme’s priorities are in linethwihe National Development
Strategy and the National Cohesion Strategy (Natiostrategic Reference
Frameworks) 2007-2013, including the Operationabglkamme Development of
Eastern Poland and Regional Operational Programmes.

The programme is coherent with the Schengen Raddit better controls at the EU’s
new external borders and for building up admintsteaand institutional structures. The
External Borders Fund on the Polish side of thedéorregion will support the
infrastructure at crossing points, its modernisatand construction, and necessary
equipment, as well as basic and specialised tmirior border control staff and
operational officers.

4.2. Priority 1. Increasing competitiveness of the bordearea

The focus of Priority 1 is on actions promoting aswpporting better conditions for
entrepreneurship, tourism development and transpamnhectivity.

The cross-border area lags behind in terms of aspetitiveness. Increasing the
competitiveness of the programme area requiresuthdevelopment and utilisation of

the existing social and economic potential. Enhamciompetitiveness is one of the key
common challenges of sustainable social and ecanalevelopment in the Polish-

Belarusian-Ukrainian cross-border area, and theseflore corresponds fully with the

core objective of the programme. Since the programarea has insufficient

employment (especially on the Polish side of thedbn, sustainable development
requires facilitating the job creation processes.

As a result of socio-economic analysis, it is cléwat increasing the competitiveness of
the programme area is dependent on improving donditfor entrepreneurship
(Measure 1.1), tourism development (Measure 1.&)aasignificant improvement in the
programme area’s accessibility (Measure 1.3). Astiander these three measures are
aimed at raising attractiveness for investment gxegdeasing development potential.
Within Priority 1, it will also be possible to imgrhent projects covering the preparation
of plans and studies leading to the implementatfotommon initiatives.

Priority 1 will be implemented in the whole prognam area. Investment activities
(infrastructure) will be financed only in the cooaton areas (see the map of the
programme area — page 7).

The measure will also
support activities concerning local border traffig;luding those implemented under the
Local Border Traffic RegulatiSh Border-related services should also be developed.

These will
be selected and agreed at a later stage by theMomtoring Committee. Measure 2.2
will also cover activities aimed at increasing lmrdecurity, especially focusing on the
prevention and eradication of illegal migration atrdfficking, the countering of
organised crime, and the prevention of spreadingamy animal and plant diseases, as
well as prevention and elimination of illegal tradeare and endangered species.

4.4. Priority 3. Networking and people-to-people cooperon

The focus of Priority 3 is on actions promoting assdpporting cross-border
cooperation in terms of institutional capacity liilg as well as local initiatives
supporting people-to-people cooperation.

The social and economic integration of the programarea should be extended. The
situation in this respect has gradually improvedie dio previous cross-border
cooperation. The sustainable social and economigeldement of the Polish-
Belarusian-Ukrainian cross-border area requireshéur deepening and widening of
cross-border cooperation to achieve a greater degfentegration. The aim of the
priority is to promote social and economic actasgtiand consequently to create better
conditions for further development in the PolishigBesian-Ukrainian border region.

Measure 3.1 will mainly support the creation of mpanent cooperative structures
among the local and regional organisations andtuisins so as to enhance the cross-
border cooperation capacity.

Priority 3 will be implemented in the whole prognam® area. Investment activities
(infrastructure) will be financed only in the cooaton areas (see the map of the
programme area — page 7).
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4.4.1 Measure 3.1. Regional and local cross-border coaigm capacity building

The goal of Measure 3.1 is to improve the crossiocooperation capacity at the local
and regional level. Support is planned mainly fotivéties aimed at increasing the
institutional cooperation. It is expected to depelas a result of the creation of
institutional forms of cross-border cooperationfofmation exchange, experience
sharing and networking cooperation will be promeptadiuding internet-based projects.

Cooperation among public institutions, especialyitorial self-governments, is of high
importance, particularly in the area of strategid apatial planning. Joint initiatives in
the respective areas will be promoted with a viewtreasing the degree of integration
of the programme’s eligible areas.

Support will also be
provided for projects directed towards the develeptof social initiatives, cultural and
sports events. Projects aimed at the promotioncalitvation of the common traditions
of the borderland areas will also be eligible fesiatance. Favourable conditions will be
created with a view to facilitating mutual contattstween bordering communities.
Assistance is also planned for projects concerrdofjural diversity and national
minorities, as well as the development of the @atiety and local communities in its
broader sense.

Communities inhabiting the borderlands are linked dultural and historical ties.
Despite the significant development of cooperatsm far, it is still important to
overcome remaining cultural, psychological or lirsgig¢ barriers. It is equally important
to create new ties by supporting cross-border cadio® among a variety of actors,
which will facilitate further integration. Networkaf cities play a considerable role here.
These activities will also contribute to the striénaying of the regional identity and
mutual understanding as well as overcoming thetiagivarriers.

The development of multi-layer cooperation, inchglieducational and cultural, will
enhance knowledge of the region and promote ittu@ll and economic diversity,
leading to the further integration of local comnties. Intensified cooperation will also
contribute to solving common problems.

The inérstructure of the JTS will be
settled in agreement with the JMA. Operational ngangent functions and financial
management functions shall be organised sepanaitiin the JTS. The internal audit
unit of JTS reports on a yearly basis, as it isadase for the JMA (Article 29 of the
Implementing Rules). JTS is subject to the exteanalit, as it is the case for the IMA
(Article 31 of the Implementing Rules).

The costs of functioning of the Joint Technical i8&ariat shall be covered from the
programme technical assistance budget.

The procurement rules of the JTS for direct expeneliof JTS from technical
assistance budget will be the Polish law on pupliccurement as compliant with
Community directives applicable to procurement pthaoes.

For expenditure of the JTS in Belarus and UkraiRAB rules may also be used. When

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2.2. Financial flows

Payments from the European Commission to the programe

The European Commission shall make annual commisném accordance with the
financial table detailing the provisional yearlyloghtions in the programme, and
depending on the programme progress and the awiyalb funds.

1.1 Formal framework, goals and scope

This strategic environmental assessment in accoedamith the EU regulation$ and
provisions of Polish Environmental Protection LaBP({) Act® is produced as a separate
document to draft programme. In Poland it is catleglEnvironmental Assessment Prediction
(EAP), according to the SEA Directive, an Enviromta Report. It has been produced on the
basis of the Polish Environmental Protection Law anaccordance with recommendations
of the authorities which give their opinion on #sope and degree of detail on a statutory
basis. In this case, the scope has been consulltedhe Minister of the Environment and the
Chief Sanitary Inspector.

When the EAP is produced, the body which prepanesdraft document (in this case: the
Ministry of Regional Development of Poland) subniitgh the document and the EAP to the
authorities which have been consulted on the scbplee EAP, to obtain their opinion. Due
to the geographical character of the strategic ohecu the cross-border impact provisions are
also applicable (according the Espoo Convention).

In accordance with Article 43 Clause 2 of the EP&t,Aand also Article 6.4 of the SEA
directive, the participation of the general pulidi@n important element of the assessment of
the environmental impact of programmes and plansta&tical recommendation for the body
preparing the draft programme is to conduct a putdnsultation on drafts of both documents
(the programme and EAP) and to use received consmeigompiling the final versions. Due
to the international character, the debates shaakd place with the participation of
representatives of the Belarusian and Ukrainiareses.

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The aim of the SEA is to identify the general dirand indirect potential environmental
impacts of the Poland-Belarus-Ukraine (PBU) ENPICGCBrogramme in consultation with
the three Programme Partners.

This report discusses the structure and contentiseofiraft programme and distinguishes the
pro-environmental goals. In its principal sectidnanalyses possible environmental and
sustainable development related effects of theamphtation of the priorities and measures
defined in the draft programme. All the prioritieave been subject to such an analysis and,
on that basis, threats which may occur during imgletation of the programme have been
identified. Moreover, the document contains a pestpe diagnosis of the environmental
condition in the analysed area. The conclusions) filoe SEA can be summarised in several
essential items.

1.2 Methodology

The method used was fundamentally one of comparasimalysis of the teleological
provisions of the draft programme with the moddlgmvironmental protection management
and sustainable development implementation acceptie relevant countries. These models
stem from formally accepted documents such asiégatonventions, directives, laws and
agreements, both worldwide, European and regiofidle comparative analysis was
conducted by way of grading and rating, with theeleof acceptance of possible differences
between models and regulations. This was condugyeday of comparison of tables and
matrixes.

1.3 Region
The programme area covers the south-east part Itic Besin (except of small piece of
Ukrainian territory) and is delimited administraly.

In Poland it includes Krosniensko-Przemyski (Pogkakie Province), Bialostocko-Suwalski
(Podlaskie Province), Bialskopodlaski and Chelm&kmojski (Lubelskie Province),
Ostrolecko-Siedlecki (Mazowieckie Province) and flelowing as adjacent cooperation
areas: Rzeszowsko-Tarnobrzeski (Podkarpackie Rre)itomzynski (Podlaskie Province),
and Lubelski (Lubelskie Province). In Belarus, fimegramme includes the whole Grodno
and Brest Provinces, seven west districts of MiPskvince and as adjacent cooperation areas
15 east districts of this Province and Gomel Proin Ukraine it includes Lviv, Volyn and
Zakarpatya Provinces, and as adjacent cooperatieasa Rivne, Ternopil and Ivano-
Frankivsk Provinces.

The total area of the region delimited above anm®uat316, 300 km2, including 44% in
Belarus, 32% in Ukraine and 24% in Poland.

1.4 State of the environment

The relevant territory is one of the most valuatgural regions in Europe. Therefore it is
justified to direct development priorities towariiilds which do not threaten environmental
resource depletion or upset the balance betweemactivities and the needs of nature. The
features distinguishing this area constitute a ifipeacomplex and extremely attractive
product. They include:

. low population density adjusted to natural conds; occurrence of areas characterised
by relatively unchanged fauna and flora, little umoeven in the programme countries;
. clean air, the cleanest in this part of Europe;

. generally good water quality, polluted practigadhly by municipal wastewater and
agricultural activities;
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. unique diversity of natural systems; rich hydocogystems and the presence of rare
species for which a special system of protectidhhaive to be organised;

. attractive compact forest complexes (includingngval forests), lakes and grasslands;
. opportunities to commune with nature not chanmedivilisation;
. rich culture, traditions and customs;

. tasty, traditional and healthy cuisine; and goodditions for production of health foods
and localisation of “green industry”.

However, this area is unfortunately not free frarolegical threats.

Nowadays there is not an increasing concentratigpotbutants in the PBU area. There are
only local sources of common pollution (from energge and transport). Municipal waste
treatment, especially in rural areas is still tecally primitive and non-effective. Surface

waters are eutrophic, and also the source rivérsteTare practically not any rivers with water
quality of the highest level fit for direct humannsumption, although, on the other hand,
there are practically not any completely degradeteve. The quality of lakes is improving,

30% of which can be classified as not endangereduse of degradation.

As far as industrial hazards are concerned, theadtnpf the industry on the atmosphere,

hydrosphere, soil and biosphere in this area isageeto low. A serious environmental threat

is posed by disused industrial, mining and paraanylisites, which are numerous in this area
and often in poor condition resulting in seriousndge to landscapes and having a negative
impact on the condition of the soil, water and \tagen.

The Eastern areas of Belarus and Ukraine were cubjeone of the biggest ecological
disasters — the Chernobyl nuclear reactor accidemige areas, especially in the Gomel
Oblast, are still considered to be contaminatedaredoractically not used. Contamination is
still present also in Ukraine and, to a lesser elegin the north-east of Poland. The hazard
level is still locally significant, which limits ops and utilisation of natural resources

Intensive land improvement works conducted in thaeseas have had serious negative
environmental effects, most intensively in Polesia

In the programme area, there is a big regionalrdityein flora particularly in the regions of
Puszcza Bialowieska, Augustowska and Karpacka @gBiaiska, Augustowska and Karpacka
Forests), and also in the valleys of Bug, NarewebBia, Upper Dniestr and Cisa Rivers.
Fauna in main includes mammals, reptiles and bafdprey as well as marsh and aquatic
birds.

Seven cross-border areas of particular naturalcaitdral value can be distinguished in the
the programme area. They include, from the nortimmex of forests surrounding the
Augustowski Channel (Augustowska, Grodzienska andin&®wvska Forests), Puszcza
Bialowieska (Bialowieska Forest), Pobuze Podlaskialesie Wlodawskie, Obnizenie
Dubienskie (Dubienskie depression), Roztocze hHgzemyski Luk Sanu (Przemysl San
River curve) and the Bieszczady Mountains withrtfaithills.

Key environmental protection areas account for dadf of the PBU cross-border area. It is

important to point out that this part of Centralr@&ue features some extremely rare natural
values, both in ecological and landscape terms lwhi@ rarely found in other places in

Europe or even in the world. They constitute uniabitat and landscape diversity and are
appreciated by naturalists and tourists.
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Under the recently created NATURA 2000 sites, bibth bird sites — Special Protection
Areas and the habitat sites — Special Areas of €wation, are of particular importance here.
The NATURA 2000 network covers all the Polish NatibParks (6) as well as a long list of
other sites (the NATURA 2000 in PBU region cont8i sites). Approximately the same
number of such areas can be found on the BelarasidiJkrainian sides.

1.5 Priorities of the programme

The draft programme is a concise document highhghthe issues which are potentially
interesting to all three parties. Some potentigiragated developmental directions have been
identified. Priorities have been identified and sweas developed to achieve these priorities.

The overall aim of the programme is sustainableas@nd economic development achieved
via cross-border cooperation and integration. Tgmsvision is close to general ideas of
sustainable development.

The socio-economic analysis, upon which the progmanpriorities and measures are based,
includes a direct reference to ecological mattadstae measures required to improve it. The
analysis highlights the need for improvement iniemnmental protection infrastructure and
environmental awareness in the borderland populatialso highlights the potential to build
on the environmental advantages of the border nsgio terms of beauty and low levels of
pollution.

The first programme priority is the increase of patitiveness of cross-border territories.
From the ecological point of view two aspects stidu¢ pointed out here. The increase of
competitiveness in the spatial sense, in Europeytigently accompanied by a clear increase
of the level of technical infrastructure and th@egrance of sustainable development criteria
applicable to business operations. Moreover, théerdeveloped territories enhance their
competitiveness mainly due to the development ef gérvices sector, including intangible
services. Both the aforementioned aspects may pasiéve or neutral environmental effects.
This priority is to be achieved thanks to the inmpdmtation of the following actions:

Measure 1.1. Better conditions for entrepreneurship
Measure 1.2. Tourism development

Measure 1.3. Improving access to the region

This means the improvement of the conditions coivéuto the development of tourism,
including qualified (e.g. ecological ) tourism, theprovement of the area accessibility and
the business development opportunities in gen&dl ia particular, within the framework of
the SME sector. Such a provision of activitiesnglerstandable and ecologically accurate.

From an ecological point of view activities enviedgn the second priority concerning the
improvement of the living standards, are very inigot.

Measure 2.1. Natural environment protection indbeder land

Measure 2.2. Efficient and secure borders

Improvement of the environmental condition, firstdaforemost in terms of the emissions,
and improvement of the civil safety and border siéggware mentioned outright here. An
important aspect is strengthening flood controle Wecond priority directly and strongly
supports fulfilment of sustainable development @ples.

The third priority consists in the cooperation otdl communities, including supporting
contacts and initiatives between citizens togetvitr the actions:
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Measure 3.1. Regional and local cross-border catipercapacity building
Measure 3.2. Local community initiatives

This priority also supports the sustainable devwelept principles, although indirectly, as it
introduces local activities which may be initiatedd supported by local governments who
have good knowledge of local environmental conditio

The programme is of a definitely pro-environmerdahracter. In particular, the programme
places an emphasis on the sustainable developri¢hé aural economy (agriculture, food
industry, forestry), including the introduction néw economic and social activities and the
protection of environmental resources (especialiyew air and living natural resources) so to
pass them on to future generations while at theestme using them to meet the needs of
present generations. Priorities and measures aselglrelated to the geopolitical position of
the region, on the one hand, and its natural amadodeaphic peculiarities, and its tradition,
culture and history on the other hand.

As a result, there will not be an escalation ofiemmental threats in the analysed areas. On
the contrary, due to the programme, the pressutthemenvironment will decrease. It can be
said that the implementation of the programme wilhtribute to reduction of ecological
conflicts existing in this area, to better and ma&eonomical usage of environmental
resources. It will direct consumption tendencied antput structure and services into a more
gentle direction for the environment and at theeséime more favourable for people.

1.6 Environmental protection goals

The environmental protection goals defined on awermational, European, national and
regional level can be divided into two principabgps: averting global threats, including
those resulting from depletion of the resourceswf planet and those related in very broad
terms to the ecological safety and ecological amess of organisations operating in a given
community. The main and overarching goal is toolelithe idea and principles of sustainable
development and to increase the quality of therenmient and these are repeatedly referred
to in all strategic documents.

The analysis of the national, bilateral, internaéilband global strategic documents made it
possible to put together the key strategic godlted to the environmental protection and
promotion of the sustainable development.

The PBU Programme, in most of its aspects, refethd key watchwords and principles of
sustainable development. In special tables locateie full version of SEA Report there are
numerous direct and indirect references to the rgaal which is to introduce the idea and
principles of sustainable development.

The programme clearly refers to the EU strategyustainable development discussed above,
and even offers regional support.

1.7 Significant environmental impact

The Report does not see any significant threatsthe® environment resulting from
implementation of the programme. The threats, ¥, avill be addressed by means of methods
developed on a shared basis (e.g. the Environmienpaict Assessment).

The programme does not contain provisions that éveutail the need or clear aspirations for
location of large industrial centres/facilities aswbstantial population concentrations in this
area.

It will be difficult to quickly address the numemuenvironmental hazards posed by
agriculture which is extensive in this area. Thiyeconsiderable under-investment in the
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simplest equipment to protect against the pressxgecised on waters, soil, spatial order and
genetic resources. In this context the key meti@Voiding the growing threats is education.

1.8 Mitigating measures, alternatives, environmentiamonitoring and evaluation

The SEA should indicate possible programme relatgivities which may have a significant

environmental impact, and identify a package obnemended mitigating measures. It should
also examine alternatives and indicate what enmiemtal monitoring and evaluation should
take place.

Regarding mitigating measures for potential prgedteing implemented under the
programme, the construction of new or the improveinoé existing border crossing points are
of particular importance. The principle which slttbbe commonly introduced in this valuable
area is to build crossings which cross valleysrotdiver beds.

An increase in the intensity of waste managemeanjepts should be anticipated. In this
context it would be enough to follow EU standar@ieother group of expected investments
related to the environmental protection is madeotipvater and wastewater management
projects. Here the technological direction shoalkletinto account the specific character of
the settlements and favour individual ways of waster management. Development of
enterprise and services of various types requirasenvironmentally friendly energy sources
and technologies should be introduced (especiallyihg using local raw materials, reduction
of unnecessary transport, and the promotion ofdealdle architectural solutions).

It would be advisable to establish, within the feamork of a complementary programme,
regional ecological standards for the PBU area s$ach sectors of management as
construction services, food processing, local parts plant plantations, waste processing,
water supply and wastewater systems and tourism.

The projects implemented in relation to the progrershould be covered by Environmental
Impact Assessment procedures if necessary. All @eemt or temporary significant impacts
on the environment and historical buildings shohbéd taken into consideration, including
direct, indirect, secondary and accumulated impadtse short-, medium and long-term.

The impacts on the biosphere and landscape shauldidtinguished, and the impact on
NATURA 2000 sites should be considered separately.

The programme has a cross-border aspect and ttmesahave not yet developed a procedure
of consulting border investments which may havegaificant impact on the environment.
Such procedures have been defined by the EU and atee respected in a large part of
Europe. The programme could contribute to findigag of addressing this issue.

In principle, the PBU Programme is structured tduee unfavourable trends in changes to
environmental conditions. But it is important ty @nd introduce organisational measures
which make it possible to mitigate environmentaédts, if any, related to implementation of
the programme. These could include evaluatingrtigact on the environment resulting form
the implementation of the programme, involving tmablic in decision making on fund
allocation for projects, regular evaluation of s and the development of environmental
criteria for the selection of projects. The iss@ienonitoring the condition of the environment
in the course of the PBU Programme is especiallyortant in this area, but the size of the
programme does not make it possible to introducearate survey and monitoring and
measurement system.

It is suggested that several indicators shoulchberporated into the programme which would
take into account some environmental aspects. Thedaede household contribution to
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wastewater, municipal waste, land requiring reli@ibn, numbers of agro and eco tourist
farms and local ecological organisations, traffitoarrist check points and other indicators.

All the strategic documents should be accompanie@ Isystem assessing the progress in
implementation of those documents. The programnwiges for such a procedure. The
programme contains apt recommendations applicablaanitoring and improving both the
programme and the set of tasks resulting fromranfthe environmental protection point of
view the evaluation methods should be proposedtiiegewith a package of indicators
covering the ecological and eco-developmental dspec

In Poland, it is accepted that approved strategimuthents should be evaluated every two
years, and verified and supplemented every foursyea

1.9 Conclusions

The SEA report has been produced in line with thecpal challenges of sustainable
development and it does not forecast any escalatiorenvironmental threats in the
programme area. On the contrary, the prioritiesnaed therein indicate that the pressure on
the environment will decrease. In particular, inmpéatation of the specified measures related
to individual priorities should lead to:

Moreover, all undertakings shall be appdobg the Joint Monitoring Committee
which comprises representatives of the authoribésthe neighbour states, what shall
eliminate cases of negative consequences for argooinpotential impact. It is expected that
an environmental issues expert shall participatethia works of the Joint Monitoring
Committee.

Points raised during consultations referred mainlthe programme implementation phase.

The most common comments in all cases were thatogmeental considerations should be

taken into account in the project selection process that separate environmental impact
assessments should be prepared, and public carmdtéeld, for specific types of projects,

in particular, infrastructure projects.

In the project selection criteria defined in theaftiprogramme, a requirement was added
concerning the potential environmental impact abjget. According to this requirement,
projects with the potential for serious negativ@atts on the environment (as determined by
an EIA) will not receive a grant under the progragnamd potential positive environmental
impacts of a project will be taken into accountttie evaluation process. This requirement
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will also help to take into account the ecologigdlalanced development of tourism potential
in the regions, which was also one of the issuiseda

Another comment was that the programme specificdityuld not support activities related to
transfer of waste and old technologies from EU kodihe. According to the principles of the
programme there will be no possibility to suppartts kind of activities from the programme
resources.

A proposal to adjust the description of measure \Ba& accepted and “prevention and
elimination of illegal trade of rare and endangespedcies” was added.

Many comments related to support for pro-environtaeprojects. These include particular
projects leading to increased ecological awareriggxovement in environment protection,
the protection of biodiversity, the reduction ofegsure on sensitive ecological areas, the
promotion of energy saving and renewable energye firevention of radioactive
contamination, mitigation of soil degradation, effee waste management, and the re-
establishment of natural migration routes acrosshrder. Such types of projects will be
supported by the programme and there is a speeasune envisaged for this, Measure 2.1 —
Natural environment protection in the border laBdme of these initiatives could also be
developed as projects under other measures in ribgrgmme, eg. Measure 3.2 - Local
community initiatives. In addition, as mentionedad, the potential positive environmental
impact of a project will be taken into accountlie project evaluation process.

Other comments indicated that environmental asp&wisild be included in the programme
indicators and the monitoring system. This isswedidressed below.

To what extent have the recommendations and commentfrom the environmental
report been considered in the programme

According to the SEA Environmental report, all mentions undertaken within the

programme are expected to contribute to the swdtbireconomic and social development of
the programme area. It should be added that iméores will also contribute to sustainable
environmental development. Sustainable developméntiples (understood as taking into
account environmental considerations) will be &daas a cross-cutting theme within the
programme.

A series of recommendations were made in the SEr&@mmental Report in regard to

mitigating measures, monitoring and evaluation. idaiing measures proposed relate to
border crossing points, waste management, waterwagle water management, and the
incorporation of sustainable energy options in gmise development. The Report also
recommended that projects should be subject to mnrdhmental Impact Assessment if
needed, the programme should find a way of ensucimigsultation among programme
partners on border investments that may have afis@mt impact on the environment and
that the environmental impact of the programme Ehbe evaluated. It also recommended
that the public be involved in decision making ba allocation of funds for individual tasks;

These issues have been considered and will be iakermccount in project evaluation. As
mentioned above, in the project evaluation critediefined in the draft programme,
requirement concerning environmental sustainabidftyhe projects was added. The conduct
of ElAs for projects that will have a significantveronmental impact will also help to
mitigate negative environmental impacts.

The report indicated that an improvement of tramsrglary cooperation in the environmental
field is necessary. It also anticipated that immatation of the programme will strengthen
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environmental protection services and administratiesponsible for introduction of
sustainable development principles.

3. The reasons for choosing the programme as addpie the light of the other reasonable
alternatives
